People see us in many different ways.  Sometimes people see us in ways that we like and sometimes they see us in ways that we don’t like.  If we were to ask our friends and family to paint a picture of us would it be similar to a picture we might draw of ourselves?  What would these images look like?

If someone were to draw a picture of Michael Jordan, what would the picture contain:  A basketball?  Nike shoes? A Bulls jersey?  How about Tiger Woods, or Brittany Spears?  What do you see in these pictures?

If someone drew an image of you, how would you like to be remembered in that painting over time?  Spend a few minutes drawing a picture of yourself and include in it the kinds of things that illustrate your life.  Share your self- portraits with the members of your group and explain them.  Do you think others see you in the same way you see yourself?  Why or why not?

Look at the images of the Saints of our Church (Pass around Icons from the packet).  Do you think that people only thought good things about these Holy people before they were recognized as Saints of the Church?  How are these Saints remembered in these Icons?  What are they holding in their hands?  What is the reaction of the people or the animals around them?  Why are their faces bright?  Why are their mouths so small?  Why are their foreheads and their ears big?

The Holy Saints of our Church were created in the image of God just like we are.  The Saints are our role models in that in their lifetime they strived to become like God; Holy, loving, forgiving, and humble before God.  Do we have the potential to become a Saint?  Can we be like God?  YES!
